Ms. Wheelchair Kansas Policies

Updated January 20, 2008
Ms Wheelchair Kansas (MWKS) naturally has a focus on the contestants.  If a conflict of interest arises between the relationship of the judge and a contestant, MWKS will ask the judge to step down and help us another year, rather than ask a contestant to wait another year to apply.

Judge Policies

Policy #1

A judge for MWKS cannot be related to a contestant, by blood or marriage.  
Policy #2

A judge cannot be employed at the same organization or agency as contestant.
Policy #3

A judge may be a former MWKS contestant or former Ms Wheelchair Kansas.  However, if a contestant is enrolled that was in the same “class” or competed the same year as the judge, the judge will be asked to participate another year.

Policy #4

If a situation arises where a judge or a member of the MWKS steering committee believes there may be a conflict of interest that is not listed in the MWKS policies, he/she should bring that concern to the MWKS State Coordinator for discussion.

Contestant Policies

Policy #1

Contestants must meet the following requirements to compete in Ms. Wheelchair Kansas:
· be a woman

· be a U.S. citizen between the ages of 21 and 60

· utilize a wheelchair for 100% of daily community mobility

· be a resident of Kansas for at least the past six months

· marital status is not a consideration
· be willing to raise money and obtain sponsors for the state and national entry fees

· be ready and willing to successfully advocate, educate, and empower all persons with disabilities through various opportunities over the course of the year

· be willing and able to travel throughout the state. This includes having access to reliable and easily obtained transportation.

Policy #2

Women who meet the above requirements, but have previously held a Ms. Wheelchair title in another state, are NOT eligible to compete in Ms. Wheelchair Kansas.

Policy #3

Women who have served as a judge at Ms. Wheelchair Kansas may NOT serve as a contestant in any years following their time as a judge, due to an unfair “behind the scenes” advantage.

Policy #4
Women who are affiliated with (or employed by) any organization, foundation, or company that has provided a donation to Ms. Wheelchair Kansas ARE ELIGIBLE to compete in Ms. Wheelchair Kansas.
